"I never was what you may call iu-
perstltlouH." said a lawyer from the 
country at he sat In Uie courtroom 
nwaltlotr the judge, "but t JthA aa ex-
p«rlaace onea tbat baa evsr since In­
duced me not to Bcoll̂  at w£at Is calle4l 
the superoaturaL Mr. TompWoil' Wa* 
one of tbe flrst cUcnta my father, wbo 
waa a lawyer, ever had.

Nearly 

ono-hnlf a eonliiry ago, from bumble 

surroundings, arose a cortege of 

young geullcracu and ladit-s who dedi­

cated their young livea to m e i i l ^ ad-

vaticemont. They stand hi{;h fo-day 

as an outurowth of Antrim's Select 

Schools . I slndl nol try In dcsciihe 

every such school taughl here in for­

mer ycurs, but only such ua i-ome 

withiu thc range of memory. 

They were called Select Schools in 
1850. The name was niipropiiatc, 
for thero were chosen from this and 
adjoining towns an ambitious hand of 
young people reatly to sludy Ininl nnd 
improve all the advantages ol a Select 
School . These schools were slatted 
by "Hulisci'iption.'' If Iho paper 
circulated contained twenty namos, a 
n(;hoi)l-house was hired and a tcai hor 
foutitl. The first Select School I re-
cull was taught in the Autumn of 
IKfiH, Dr. S. M. Dinsmoor a.ite:u-licr. 
l lo taught again, at North Bi'ani-b in 
the fall ol I8<;<». The school had 
nearlv 10 siholai.s each term. Those 
torms wen; a '̂rt-at uplift to Uu' <-!"'sc 
of education in t o w n . Dr. Dinsmoor 
made h i . pupils see ihings ns he saw 
tlicm ; u gift that fow teachers possess. 
Whon he K-fl tin; sfhool-rcom for Ihe 
Htudy of inotlit-inc some college lost a 
gODil profossor. 

Daniol Barlior langlit • n Sc l t t t 
Sfhool at Norlh Brandt, 1 Imvc nol 
the .latc Illll ho was a McthoiliBl 
minister slatioiied here to preach. 
Ile waa a line teacher and an insiiira-
lioii for gootl wherever he lived. The 
ni-.xl term taught at Nnrlh Brunch was 
in Uu; (all of IHfi-'J. Augusta Barber 
iiH teacher.
