A CLEVER RUSE.

How a Cavalryman Provided Hima.
nelf With a Horse.

The Confederate cavalryman was of-
ten puzzled as to how to provide him-
self with a horse. The authorities gnve
him the choice to keep mounted or go
into the ranks with his musket, a8
horses were not furnished by the gov-
ernment. To be dismounted and be-
come a foot soldier was worse to him
than a court martial, and he would
risk much In his efforts to get a horse
from the enemy. In the fall of 1863 a
rebel eavalryman had his horse killed
In a skirmish near Warrentou, and as
his best chance was then to capture
one from the enemy he put his wits to
work to devise the ways and means.

He was with the outside pickets, and
not far off, on the pike, were the cav-
alry pickets of the cunemy. Ie pro-
cured a plece of telegraph wire from
the raflrond, and when twilight came
on he stretched thls across the roud,
tastening one end to the fence and tho
other end to a convenient tree just high
enough to catch n cavalryman ahout
the belt. When matters were thus ar-
ranged to his liking, he s}nrtvd dpwn
the pike and stopped in plain view of
the cnemy.

1t was not long before three of them
gave chase mounted on good horses. It
wns now too dark for them to sce the
wires, and on they came, determined
to have a prisoner. The chage was
sharp and quickly over, go that by the
time the rebel schemer hnd passed
throngh and under his trap the enemy
was upon him.

The scquel 18 not hard to guceRs. Two
of the pursuers were quickly and most
unceremoniously unhorsed, and the
third wans so much astonished and
frightened at thelr fate as to turn and
beat n hasty retreat. The two horses
without their riders continued down
the road and were caslly captured by
the Confederate; who by his clever ruse
became their owner and kept his placo
in his cavalry,

Tho two plckets, left to themselves,
hurriedly made thelr way back to thelr
comrades as crestfallen and astonished
as two men could well be. The hero
of this incident tells the tale himself
and adds he rode one of these horses
to Appomyattox and from there to his
home and that it was ove of tho bost
be ever owned.—Washington Post.

glastlc members who are uninformed
on that important point. The decora-
I'tion of soldicrs’ graves was not the
prime objact of the Grand Armny of the
Republic, but it was one of its first re-
sults. The favor with which the prac-
tice was received in all parts of the
country gained for the organization the
indorsement of many people who would
have been indifferent to it if its object
had been only soclal or fraternal.
Grand Army historians say that Dr.
Benjamin  Franklin Stephenson, who
gerved in the army asg surgeon of the
Fourteenth 1llinois volunteer regiment,
was the fimst to conceive the idea of an
organlzation in which the friendships
formed amid the perlls and privations
of duty in the field might be preserved
and perpetuated.  His scheme embrac-
ed also the care and cducation of the
women and children who had been de-
prived of thelr husbands and fathers,
the butlding of homes for homeless vet-
ernns and ald for destitute and disa-
bled members of their frateralty.

The philanthropie plan took form In
April, 1866, when Major Stephenson
organized Post No. 1 at Decatur, Ills,
with 12 comrades. So well was the
movement. recelved that In November
of the same year Dr. Stephenson, as
provisional commander in chief, pre-
sided over a national encampment at
[ndipnapolts, and the Grand Army of

organtzation, cementing fn friendshilp
those who becerme it8 moembers, car-
fng for those Hhho were helpless and
honoring the memory of those who had
gone before them. Within two years

and the best men from the army, re-
gardless of rank or station, were proud
to wear the G AL R badge. General
John A. Logan was eleeted comimand-
er in chief In 1868, and the subject of
decorating the soldlers’ graves came
up for discusslon during his adminls-
tration. tle tssued the first order for
the observance of the day.

The Origin of “Yankee Doodle.”

By many natlons has the air of “Yan-
kee Doodle” been clalmed.

Iet no
wanton foot tread on such hallowed
ground. Let pleasant paths Invite the
coming and golng of the reverent visit-
ors and fond mourners. Let no vans
dalism of avarice or neglect, no rav-
ages of time, testify to the present or
to the coming generations that we have
forgotten as a people the cost of the
free and undivided republic. If other
eyes grow dull and other hands slack

trust, ours shall keep 1t well as long
as the light and warmth of life remalin
wlith us.

“Let us, then, at the time appointed
gather around their sacred remairs and
garlund the passionless mounds anbove
them with the choicest flowers of
springtime; let us ralse above them the
dear old flag they saved from dishonor;
let us renew our pledges to ald and as-
sist those whom they have left among
us, a sacred charge upon a nation’s
gratitude, the soldier's and sailor’s wid-
ow and orphan.”

In this order General Logan appoint-
ed May 30, 1808, the day for decorating

What is o “Lich Gateil”

A lich gate is ashed, generally of oak,
over the entrance of 1 churchyard, be-
noath which the bearers paused when
bringlng a body for interment,

Here the clergyman met the body
and read the introductory part of the
burial service as he preceded the funer-
al tratn into the church. Examples of
old lich gates are still to be scen .in
many country churchyards. In Wales
they are more modern and are usually
bulit of stoneo.

Some of the old lich gntes are formed
with one wide door turning on a cen-
tral pivot and self closing by means of
a rude pulley wheel in the roof and a
stone welght inclosed in an Iron frame,
a primitive but effective plece of ma-
chinery.

In Ilerefordshire they are also calied
sgeallago,” or “scallenge gates.” “Lich
gate” I3 derived from the Anglo-Saxon
lich, a corpse; hence the north country

go many people have of the Inhalation,
and they sum up the resuits, showing
that very rarely can chloroform be ad-
minlstered to a sleeping person without
awnkenlng him. Grown people are,
with the rarest exception, awnkened by
the {irritating fumes. If a man were
tired and if his nose were naturally In-
gensitlve to unpleasant odors, and es-
peclally it he were under the influence
of drink, It might be possible to make
him unconsclous while asleep. But not
even every doctor could do it. The op-
eration would require the highest skill,
and the most skiliful administrator
would succeed only once in a hundred
times.

If wo take the case of epilling the
chloroform in a room and thus impreg-
nating all the air of the room, the thing
1s out of the question. Yet not only do
novellsts assert that this can be done,
but many people have been actually
charged 1n real life with doing it- for
the purpose of blackmalling them, for
injuring them or perhaps to throw off
puspiclon from the pretended victim
who has committed the robbery him-
gelf. If the room mensures, say, 12 feet
square and 18 9 fect hl;h. it would
probably take a gallon of chloroform
spitled on the floor to make a4 man un-
consclous. All the chinks and crannles
would have to be stopped up first,
morcover, and the operator himself
would have to be polson proof or he
also would succumb.

As n matter of fact, the only way to
render a person unconsclous by the use
of chloroform Is in the way practiced
by surgeons In the operating room. And
this is by no means an ensy task. ‘There
are several ways of doing it. The chlo-
roforin may be dropped on a handker-
chief, which & then held over the face
at some little distance, or it may be
dropped on a sponge, or it may be used
in one of the Innumerable machines -
vented for the purpose. But the vapor
must be mixed with alr before it is
breathied. That s the reason the hand-
kerchief or the sponge 1Is held some
fnches from the face. As & rule it
tnkes from five to eight minutes to
make the person unconscious, and dur-
Ing this tiue be generally struggles
very violently.

It is probable that many of the
charges of chloroforming which have
been made are false. Sometimes the
pretended victim asserts that he has
become unconscious Immediately. But
it bas been shown in evidence that the
lime necessary to bring about this re-
sult 18 at least four or five minutes.
Sometimes he says he could not cry
out, yet he describes all the clrcum-
stances of the administration minute-
ly. Now, the first effect of the chloro-
form is to produce confusion of the
mind, while, on the other hand, the
patient can cry out almost up to the
tast. lle becomes mentally confused
pefore he loseg the power of speech.
These few facts are sufficient perbaps
o demoustrate that some charges of
possible chloroforming are necessarily
untrue.~London Mall
