Until Recently there,was no 
way of measuring pupils' ac­
hievements in terms of the av-, 
erage achievement of pupils in 
thie same grade and of the 
same age. Now all this is 
changed, and when a person, 
forgetting that he did nbt 
know as much at sixteen as he 
does now a t sixty, says that 
children of today know less 
than the children of his dfiy, 
we have means of knowing ex­
actly whether such is or is not 
the ease.

speech which was clear cut and for-' 
clble and made a strong ibipre^ion. 
Other speeches in opposition were by 
Mr. Stevens of Landaff, ex-6ov. Bass 
df Peterboro, Mr. WObd of. Ports­
mouth, ex-Ma.vor. Hutchins of 'Berlin,' 
Mr. 'WrlgUt of Sanbomton and ^ l a j . 
W'lhant of Concord. The previous 
question was moved and a division 
demanded, hut it. was .evident a quor­
um was not present and the'call was 
withdra'wn. The viva' voce vote 
showed that there was a large major­
ity against the .Murdock bill and it 
was laid to rest -

- A hill to exempt a proposed hotel 
at Ossipee caused a 'br i e f discussion. 
In which it was brought out that 
while Ossipee had a fine court house 
the bumling of the hotel left thera 
without accommodations for peop le , 
who came to attend court. The bill 
e.-cemptibg the hotel was flnally passed 
almost; without opposition.

In the bill. It -was made a special or­
dei* for Tuesday, April 17. . 

; Tuesday afternoon the house passed 
several bills; among tbem an act-re­
lating to-damages , happening in the 
use ef highways; an act to more ef­
fectively restrain agreements to regu­
late and fi!x prices of commodities In' 
this state and to restrain combina­
tions and monopolies in commodities 
and provide penalties therefor;' an act 
declaring every child to be a legiti­
mate child of its natural parents; 
making such child an beir to such pa­
rents and providing the procedure for 
establishing parentage. , The House 
killed the bill giving the public ser­
vice commission jurisdiction over the 
management of the waters of Winni­
pesaukee lake lind a bill to regulate 
the manufacture and sale of bever­
ages. The much discussed finger print 
bill was also killed by the house, the 
vote being 176 to OS, 

Notwithstanding the appeals of 
Speaker Ahern that members should 
be presont In the house, debatable 
questions went Into unfinished busi­
ness - Wednesday with considerable 
frequency because of the absence Of 
a quorum. Among these were the 
automobile insurance bill which was 
discussed at length, and a motion to 
indefinitely postpone resulted in a, 
vote of-127 in favor and i l 4 apralnst,

We are sorry for Mr. Griffith who 
boasts that he is a southerner, for 
his prejudice thus revealed will not, 
help .to cure the prejudice he con­
demns. We are familiar with all 
the South, and three years ago wft 
traversed the region through town 
and village across Georgia, over tho 
very trail of Sherman on hi.s 
"_.*rch to the sea." Those little 
towns .have not forgotten him and 
we did not question as we tallced 
with old settlers that they were jus­
tified in their hatred to'ward hlni, 
for he doubtless made true his 
words that "War is Hell."

These problems do not neces­
sarily' mean failure, but they call 
for unusual seriousness that seems 
like pessimism. 

Hon. James Beck, Solicitor Gen­
eral for this Government, than 
whom ,, there is perhaps- no 
greater statesman-like, mind among-
us,-said recently at a meeting of the 
Society of the Descendants of the. 
Mayflower, in Washington, "Leading 
men capable of looking forward aiid. 
seeing the future clearly, are pes­
simistic *, • • but," said Mr. 
Beck, "this pessimism is the most 
optimlstiq "slsn of the times, for it-
shows that'^ m§n are recovering 
from Illusions and facing reality." 

Reality is the only guard of faith,

Mr. G. K. Chesterton of England 

has announced his determination to 
publish a periodical that shall be 
devoted entirely to the purpose ot 
bringing about the breaking up of 
iarge wealth and a rctofe even dis­
tribution of Such among small own­
ers. 

"I think," says Mr. .Chesterton, 
"that the rnodern evil is monopoly 
—-my objection to socialism is that 
it is really only culmination of capi­
talism, and my objection to capi­
talism is that it is likely to turn 
Into socialism, • • • both; make 
wealth Iinpersonal and centralized. 

* • • Both forms in the modern 
world tend to keep power ,in the 
centre. The cure is to scatter priv­
ate property and create as many 
small owners as possible," 

The object Mr, Chesterton seeks 
would be a very worthjr one could 
we be sure this wealth would stay 
thus distributed ahd result in the 
end It so distributed, In larger ad­
vantage, eomfort and happiness to 

versally within these nations were 
fbr the: first time given the oppor­
tunity: to achieve and acquire for 
themselves, he , might haVe been 
able to check the conditions he now 
seeks to change by limiting wealth 
within the pbint where men having 
achieved , would restrain . themselves 
to a larger sharing of • the results 
of their business ability through 
education of conscience that would 
make them feel that their respohsir 
bility was not merely to create 
wealth, but to share It fairly , wi4i> 
those who both directly and indir­
ectly msfde it possible. 

Such restraint by law, through 
education might have caused a bet­
ter distribution iof wealth naturally 
rather than, arbitrarily and hencs 
artlflcially, as"seems the; only"way; 
offered at present ' . . ' 

Strongly as we believe that the 
possession or control of vast wealth 
in centralized order by certain 
types qf peoples is a menace to 
general progress and a serious bur­
den to tree government, we fall to 
see what possible, plan tor a better 
distribuMon of this wealth can be 
mechanically devised without quite 
as great and perhaps greater disT 
aster to society. 

One of the strongest points 
against socialism of almost any de-. 
gree is that it would tend to a 
•purely artificial- . distribution of 
wealth, causing it to fall into the 
hands of many who have shown no 
qualification tor producing wealth 
aad who would, be as poorly pre-; 
pared to conserve it. 

Wealth or property, whether in 
small or large holdings, is only a 
means of general well being as it is 
largely produced by its holders. 

There are great masses ot people 
in the world whose discipline has 
not been such as to give sufficient 
responsibility of character to do 
other than dissipate whatever 
should tall to their lot and the more 
should fall to their lot, and the 
more easily obtained^' the more 

those possessing -it. 
We have alway;^had a d&Tded 

-convkttOB that iw"'one person or 
small' grpjjp̂  of persons should have 
wealth in extreme proportion unless 
such seek to make that wealth pur­
chase the most of life's true vir-
ues for the largest number of per­
sons possible. 

We believe great handicaps are 
, laid on a government like ours that 

promises equality of opportunity 
wheu large wealth Is accumulated, 
and held for the selflsh indulgence 
of people in those things in no way 
essential to life, causing a spirit of 
revenge toward the rich which de­
stroys peace and harmony and 
makes against the common weal. 

Noir do we believe it is good for 
a nation or any unit thereof to haye 
wealth accumulated so as to .require 
eventually an artifioial' distribution 
ot that wealth, both ̂ because its dis­
tribution displeases more than it 
pleases, besides it builds up a kind 
of paternalistic institution which is 
destructive of the great forces that 
make a nation thrifty. 

The Qestion, however, that 
seems yet to be unanswered is how 
to bring about this distribution and 
not destroy wealth altogether and 
the forces that make for iu crea­
tion? 

If Mr. Chesterton could have 
come along in those times

A.stronomers cling to the old Idea 
that the moon Is a dead world, d e ^ -
tute alike of air nnd water. But reCent 
o'b.*crvatloas of \V. H,. Pickering, made 
at Mandeville, Jamaica, go to show that) 
many changes occur with the alterna­
tion of lunar day and night. 'Great 
i;no^y flelds form In the mountain val­
leys, a n d t h e n melt away; fog binks 
anj seen and, very rarely, drifting 
clouds. The loftiest peaks, are snow­
capped. The moon's surface is pitted 
with volcanic craters; somf of these 
measure 100 miles across. Each crater 
Is surrounded by a mountain ring 1,000 
to 20,000 ftet In height, 

Aooording to Pickering, there are 
fewi if an.v,gsueh large and continuous­
ly active volcanic regions fiipn the 
surface of the earth. But the activity 
of the lunar v.olcanoes is now confined 
to the ^ulet emi.'islon of steani -jets, 
llkf those found lu Yellowstone Na­
tional park. Certuin variable dark 
areas'ou the moou may be due to vege­
tation. •
